Repéchage

not operate for Junior Coloured Belts.

Kata Rules

1. Red and blue belts must be worn when in competition.
2. The Junior Grade half kata entrants will be expected to perform Pinan Nidan
to the third Jodan Uke Block.

3. Inthe Junior White — Green and Blue — Brown belt categories. Any kata may
be performed and can be repeated in the following rounds.

4. Inthe (under 16) 9" — 7" Kyu and 6" — 4" Kyu categories. Any kata may be
performed and can be repeated in the following rounds.

5. In the (under 16) 3" Kyu —1% Kyu category. Pinan Godan will be the first
round compulsory kata for all competitors. A different kata must be performed in
all the following rounds, no kata may be repeated.

6. Inthe (under 16) Dan Grade categories. Wanshu will be the first round
compulsory kata for all competitors. A different kata must be performed in all the
following rounds, no kata may be repeated.
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7. Inthe (over 16) 9" — 7" Kyu and 6" — 4™ Kyu categories. Any kata may be
performed and can be repeated in the following rounds.

8. Inthe (over 16) 3 Kyu —1% Kyu category, Pinan Godan will be the first round
compulsory kata for all competitors. A different kata must be performed in all the
following rounds, no kata may be repeated.

9. Inthe Dan Grade Male and Female (over 16) categories, Wanshu will be the
first round compulsory kata for all competitors. A different kata must be
performed in all the following rounds, no kata may be repeated.

10. A Pairs Kata Team can be made up of 2 Boys, 2 Girls or mixed gender. The
same Kata may be performed in each round.

Trophies will be Awarded for 1%, 2" and Joint 3 place.
All Under-16 competitors will receive a participation medal.
